Photographers Note
Coaches, school staff, children, freelance 
photographers and parents of state 
qualifiers are not permitted to receive 
media credentials. Media outlets that 
request credentials for those individuals 
are subject to reduced access at future 
OHSAA state tournaments. 

Broadcast Connections
If your media outlet needs a broadcast 
connection (telephone line, high-speed 
internet line or ISDN line), the OHSAA 
will help make the arrangements, but 
your media outlet will be responsible for 
the fees. When using a telephone line, 
you must either call an 800 number or 
have your station call you.

1677, tstried@ohsaa.org). The deadline 
to submit requests is 6 p.m. on Tuesday, 
March 9. 

CREDENTIAL CONFIRMATION: The OHSAA 
will send a confirmation email to ap-
proved media applicants and post a list 
on OHSAA.org of those media members 
who have been approved for credentials. 
The approved list will be posted by noon 
on Wednesday, March 11, and will be up-
dated if needed. Denied applications will 
be notified via email.

PARKING: There are no media parking 
passes for the 2021 wrestling state tour-
nament. 

PRESS ROW: Some media will be given 
assigned seats on press row. All others 
shall be seated individually by the media 
assistants.

WORKSPACE: Reporters may work at press 
row or in the arena’s media work room, 
which is located off the main hallway be-
hind press row. Wireless internet is avail-
able in the arena. Media shall request a 
password and username when credentials 
are picked up in the Fred Taylor Room, or 
may do so from the media assistants.

INTERVIEWS: Each of the three state tour-
nament sites will determine the location 
for media interviews

RESULTS: Printed results will be distrib-
uted along press row and will be posted 
on the OHSAA website as soon as possible 
during each session.

BROADCAST CONNECTIONS: Each of the 
three state tournament sites will deter-
mine what connections are available for 
broadcast media. 

LIVE AUDIO BROADCASTS: Live audio 
broadcasts are permitted. Please see the 
OHSAA’s broadcast rates chart for a list of 
fees for those outlets that provide play-by-
play broadcasts. Fees must be paid before 
broadcasting. There is no OHSAA rights 
fee due for providing radio updates.

ADDITIONAL TV NOTE: Lights on TV 
cameras are not permitted when shoot-
ing a match or when filming a story while 
matches are in progress.
